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Top 10 Questions About U.S. FDA Food Labeling Compliance

1. What Agency and which statutes govern food products sold in the United States?

The Food and Drug .i\dministrmion (FDA) is responsible for ensuring that foods sold in the
United States are safe, wholesome and properly labeled. This applies both to domestically
produced foods, and foods from foreign countries. The Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmctic
Act (FDCA) and lhle. Fair Packaging and Labeling Act (FPLA) arc the Federal laws
governing food products under FDA’s jurisdiction. The Nutrition Labeling and Education
Act (NLEA) rcquires!most foods to bear nutrition labeling and requires food labels that bear
nutrient content clalms and certain health claims to comply with specific requircments. It is
the food industry’s recponsnb:hty. including any .manufacturers, importers, distributors
wishing to do business in the U.S. to remain current with the legal requirements for food
labeling.. "

2. What are the five core componcnts of a food label?
\

All [ood labels must havc the following five components (1) product name (statement of
identity or common or usual name of product). (2) Ingredient Statement: (3) Name and
Place of business of manufacturer, pdckcr or distributor; (4) Accurate statement of quantity
of contents: and (5) Nutrition Labeling.

3. What are the key standards for food label compliance?

Labels must be truthful and non- misleading in any particular: this means that all material
facts, or material omissions, that cause a food to be false or misleading may render the food
misbranded. '
4. Whatis the prnhihi‘tion against intcrvening material?

Information that is notlrequired by the FDA is considered intervening material and is not
permitted to be place between the rcquired labeling on the information pancl (e.g., the UPC
bar codc is not FDA requned labeling).

6. What food must be Labeled as an “imitation™?

A ncw food that resembles a conventional food and is a substitute for the conventional food
must generally be lab'el:.d as an “imitation™ il the new lood contains less protcin or a lesser
amount of any cysential vitamin or mineral. The samc type size and prominence for the
word “imitation™ as |s! used for the name of the product imitated is required.

7. Are food labels required to bear country of origin decluration?

Yes. The country of o figin statement is required on importer foods. This staternent must be
conspicuous and declared in close proximity to thc name and address of the

anuiacturer/dmrlbulo: name and address information, and be at least comparable in size
of lettering, ‘

8. What ingredient listing is usced for artificial colors?

This depends on whetl;wer the artificial color is a certificd color: (a) Certificd colors must by
listed by specific or abbrw:ated name such as “FD&C Red. No. 40” or “Red 40"; (b) Non-
certified colors must be listed as “artificial color,” “artificial coloring,” or by their specific

common or usual names such as “caramel coloring” and “colored with beet juice.

9. What is the Food AJllcrgen Labeling and Consumer Protection Act?

The Food Allergen L:llhclmg., and Consumer Protection Act (FALCPA), enacted August
2004, addresses the Iabclmg of all packaged foods regulated by the FDA and requires that
all packagcd foods cqmply with the Act’s food allergen labeling requirements. Under
FALCPA, a “major food allergen” is an ingredient that is one of the following eight foods
or food groups or an mgredlcnt that contains protein derived from one of them: (1) milk; (2)

egg; (3) fAish: (4) cru&td:‘:enn shellfish; (5) tree nuts; (6) wheat; (7) pcanuts; and (8) soybeans.

10. What kinds of clnimis are food products allowed to make?

Among the claims (e. [-L “good source of protein™, “calcium builds strong bones™) that can
be used on food and dietary supplement labels are three categorics of claims: health claims,
nutrient content claims, and structure/function claims. There are a number of rcquirements
to cnsure these claims are legally compliant; we recommend c¢laims review by an attorney
professional or consultant to mitigate any potential for enforcement risk.
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
